ART TRADE AUCTION — AUGUST 2005
Entries are invited for the upcoming Art
Trade Auction. We would like to ensure that
all entries are in by end of June 2005 so that
a catalogue can be collated and works
organised to be sent to Darwin.

The board learnt a great deal from holding
its inaugural auction last year. This year we
expect it to be bigger and better. You will
have a number of choices in relation to your
entries.

1.You may specify that your artworks are to
be donated to the Aboriginal Benefits
Foundation. If this is the case you will be
able to claim a 100% tax deduction for the
total amount for which the item sells. What
better way to direct your tax dollars where
you would prefer they be spent rather than
where the Federal Government decides to
use them.

2. You may chose to donate a percentage of
the sale price to Art Trade which will be
divided amongst the Foundation and other
projects which the board is involved in
implementing. It is recommended that these
donations range between 20 and 50 % of
the sale price of the items.

Works of art that are included in the sale will
be listed with upper and lower estimated
values. Reserves, which will not be listed,
should reflect a return of the cost price of the
artworks after the percentage to be donated
is deducted.

Please try to remember that the purpose of
the auction is to raise money for Art Trade
initiated projects which are chosen to lift the
profile of the association and the standing of
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our members. The more that Art Trade is
seen to do in putting something back into
the people and culture that sustains our
businesses the more the public will
appreciate the valuable contribution our
members are playing as good corporate
citizens.

Please chose your artworks for inclusion
now and send images to Art Trade's
secretary. Maximum three works per
member unless donating works specifically
to the Aboriginal Benefits Foundation.

Follow up will be
soon thereafter, confirming details etc.
